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6. No performance on the engagement shall be recorded, reproduced or transmitted from the place of performance, in any manner or by any means whatsoever, in the 
absence of a specific written agreement with the Federation relating to and permitting such recording, reproduction or transmission. This prohibition shall not be 
subject to the arbitration provisions set forth in 8 below and the Federation may enforce this prohibition in any court of competent jurisdiction. 

7. This contract, and the terms and conditions contained herein, may be enforced by the Purchaser, and its agents, and by each musician who is a party to this contract or 
whose name appears on the contract or who has, in fact, perfomled the engagement contracted for (herein called "participating musician (s)"), and by the agent or 
agent(s) ofeach participating musician, including the Local Union. It is expressly understood by the Purchaserand the musician(s) who are parties to this contract 
that neither the Federation nor the Local Union are parties to this contract in any capacity except as expressly provided in 6 above and, therefore, that neither the 
Federation nor the Local Union shall be liable for the performance or breach of any provision hereof. 

8. Resolution of controversies or claims: Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to'this contract, or breach thereof, shall be submitted to arbitration under one 
of the following procedures to be selected by the purchaser at the time that this contract is signed, by placing his or her initials in the box adjacent to the procedure 
selected. In the event that neither box is initialed, it will be presumed that the purchaser has chosen the procedures set forth in "B: 

A. (American Arbitration Association) Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to thiscontract, or breach thereof, shall be settled by arbitration 
in accordance with thecommercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association, and judgment upon the Award rendered may be entered 
in any court having jurisdiction thereof. The cost of the arbitration proceeding, except those costs personally incurred by the parties hereto for the 
presentation of their own case, shall be shared equally by the Purchaser and the Signatory Musician (s). 

B. (Local Union) Any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this contract, or the breach thereof, shall be settled by arbitration by the Executive 
Board orother body of the Local Union charged with the responsibility of settling such controversy or claim. All rulingsand awards made by the Local 
Union in arbitration hereunder may be appealed to the International Executive Board of the Federation (herein called "IEB") by any party who was a 
participant therein. Appeals from such proceedingsshall be perfected in the manner provided in the Rules of Ptactice and Procedure of the IEB in effect 
at the time of such aooeal. All rulines and awards made bv the Local Union in arbitration which are not aooealed to the IEB shall be final and bindine 
upon the purchaser and musician(s) and alfrulings and awards made by the IEB on appeal shall be final and binding upon the purchaser 
and ~articioating musician(s). Anv oartv to an arbitration oroceedine before the Local Union orto an arbitration aooeal to the IEB may bring an action to 
conhrm orenforce a final determindtion andawardofthe h c a l  union or, ifappealed, ofthe IEBin the courtsof thejurisdiction in which theoffice ofthe 
Local Union is located; and the Purchaser and participating musician (s) agree to submit to the jurisdiction of such court or courts for that purpose. 

9. A representative of the Local Union shall have access to the place of engagement covered by this contract for purposes of communicating with the musician (s) 
performing the engagement and the Purchaser. 

10. Pension: The engagement described herein is subject to contribution to the American Federation of Musicians' and Employers' Pension Welfare Fund (herein called 
"Pension Trust Fund") in the amount(s) specified in the bylawsor price list of the Local Union (herein called "Pension Contribution"). The Purchaser isobligated to 
the Pension Trust Fund for the payment of the Pension Contribution, and upon payment by the Purchaser to the undersigned musician(s) of the compensation set 
forth in paragraph 4 above, in the mannerset forth in paragraph 5above, the Purchaser'sobligation to the Pension Trust Fundshall besatisfiedand the Purchaser's 
liability for the Pension Contribution shall cease. Upon such payment of compensation by the Purchaser to the undersigned musician(s), such musician(s) shall be 
obligated (jointly and severally) to make the Pension Contribution to the Pension Trust Fundand shall remit the Pension Contribution in such form and manner as 
may be required by the Board of Trustees of the Pension Trust Fund. The undersigned musician(s) agree to be bound by the Agreement and Declaration of Trust, as 
amended, pursuant to which the Pension Trust Fund was established and is operated.
